Oyama Sumita (1899–1994) practiced haiku and Zen for over 60 years. He was a prolifi c writer, 

publishing several books on the haiku poet Santoka. Sumita was a good friend and benefactor of 

Santoka, especially in his later years.

Taigen Daniel Leighton teaches at the Green Gulch Farm Zen Center in Muir Beach, California and 

at the Institute of Buddhist Studies at the Berkeley Graduate Theological Union.

Kōshō Uchiyama Roshi (1912-1998) was a Soto priest, origami master, abbot of Antai-ji temple 

near Kyoto and the author of more than 20 books.
